 Children who will be collected by an older brother 

or sister must have permission on their registration 
form to leave without an adult.

 For safety reasons, no child or teenager will be allowed to leave a 
session early unaccompanied, unless we have received a signed note 
from a parent or guardian.

Costs
There will be a charge for the Beach 
Mission Big Day Out (5th August) to 
cover costs, but all other activities 
are free.
